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The following is a list of Granville County polling places and a description of each buffer zone 
concerning 2024 electioneering.  Buffer zones are set as designated by G.S. 163-166.4.  Election 
officials will mark buffer zones on Election Day with red duct tape. Each polling place has a 
designated campaigning area as described below.  Campaigners should never block traffic, 
parking, or entrances.   
 
Campaigners are not to enter the buffer zone except for use of restroom facilities, specific business 
with the Board of Elections office, business with another entity in a building jointly occupied, or for 
voting purposes.   Please note public restroom facilities may not be available at all polling places.  
Access to non-public restrooms is at the discretion of the Chief Judge.   
 
While inside the buffer zone for one of the aforementioned reasons, campaigners should refrain from 
engaging in activities that violate or appear to violate campaigning guidelines.  Campaigning issues 
or suspected violations are to be brought to the attention of the Chief Judge of the precinct and the 
Board of Elections office. 
Antioch:    Antioch Fire Station Bay Area, 5065 Antioch Road, Oxford, NC   
Buffer Zone:  25 ft from the front door;  
Campaigning Area: Between the two Fire Stations (to the left if your back is to the road). 
   Signs are allowed to the right side of the parking lot. 
 
Berea:    New Berea Fire Station, 1213 US Hwy 158 W, Oxford, NC  
Buffer Zone:  25 ft from the front entrance of the new Fire Station 
Campaigning Area: Outside of the garage in the parking lot.   

Signs are allowed in the grassy area near the flagpole and near Hwy 158 by 
the road. 
 

Butner:    Butner-Stem Middle School Gym, 501 E D Street, Butner, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the main door of the gym entrance   
Campaigning Area: Outside in the front to the right of the gym.   

Signs are allowed outside beside the gym in the grassy area. 
 
Corinth: Providence Fire Station Bay Area, 4631 Watkins Road, Oxford, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the entrance door of the Fire Station. 
Campaigning Area: To the left of the double doors to the Fire Station near the woods. 
   Signs are allowed beside the curbside area near the woods. 
 
Credle: Oxford Public Works Building Multipurpose room, 127 Penn Avenue, 

Oxford, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the front door of the multipurpose room 
Campaigning Area: Behind the 50 ft buffer zone. 
   Signs are allowed parallel to Penn Avenue in the grassy section. 
 
Creedmoor: G C Hawley Middle School Cafeteria (former Creedmoor Elementary School 

location) 305 E Wilton Avenue, Creedmoor, NC  
Buffer Zone: 25 ft circle outside the door to the multipurpose room (on right side of 

school) 
Campaigning Area: Signs are allowed at the beginning of the driveway at the entrance to the 

school. 
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Precinct Voting Sites continued 
East Oxford: Oxford Police Station Training Room, 204 E. McClanahan Street, Oxford, 

NC  
Buffer Zone: 25 ft from entrance to training room (edge of building on left side to edge of 

building on right side) 
Campaigning Area: In parking lot behind the 25 ft buffer zone. 
   Signs are allowed in the grassy area at each entrance near the road. 
 
Mt. Energy:  Mt. Energy Elementary School Cafeteria, 252 NC Hwy 56E, Creedmoor, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the door to the cafeteria 
Campaigning Area: The grassy island across from the entrance to the polling place. 
 
Oak Hill:   Camp Oak Hill & Retreat Center (Enter building through two sets of double 

doors.  Follow the arrows to the last door on the left.) 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the front entrance 
Campaigning Area: The grassy areas around the perimeter of the parking lot 
 
Salem:    Oxford Preparatory School Gym, 6041 Landis Road, Oxford, NC  27565 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the front entrance  
Campaigning Area: The grassy areas in front of the building 
 
Sassafras Fork:   Stovall Branch Library Conference Room, 300 Main Street, Stovall, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from entrance door to library. 
Campaigning Area: Grassy area near the front entrance to the library. 
                       Signs are allowed along the edge of the driveway coming into the library 
 
South Oxford:   Richard H. Thornton Library Large Conference Room, 210 Main Street, 

Stovall, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the side entrance of the library. 
Campaigning Area: Beside the window next to the multipurpose room. 
   Campaign signs are allowed on the right and left of the driveway. 
 
Tally Ho:   Granville Central High School Auxiliary gym beside the band room, 2043 

Sanders Road, Stem, NC 
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the gym door.  
Campaigning Area: On the sidewalk and other side of the median.   
   Signs are allowed along the long driveway and along the paved section of the 
   road.  
 
West Oxford Elem.:   West Oxford Elementary School Gym, 412 Ivey Day Road, Oxford, NC   
Buffer Zone:  50 ft from the gym area 
Campaigning Area: First turn near the parking lot to the right of the loop road if facing school and 

going to the Credit Union. 
 Signs can be near the parking lot but not in parking spaces. 
 
Wilton:    Wilton Elementary School Gym, 2555 NC Hwy 96 E, Franklinton, NC     
Buffer Zone:   50 ft from the side door of the gym 
Campaigning Area: Under canopy and to the left of the canopy near the mulch between the 

sidewalks 
 Signs are allowed at the front between the bus parking and NC Hwy 96 in the 

grassy area.
